     Please forgive this long delay in thanking you for the WONDERFUL gift of King James 
Bibles for the Grace Gospel Baptist Church in Cebu, Philippines, and also for their outreach to 
other Filipino pastors and churches! 
 
     Diane Lepior had personally met the American missionaries involved, (Pastor) Tim and 
Michele Faulk, when they visited C.R.I. in late September, 2007.  At that time, their national 
pastor and his wife (Mario and Ana Locsin) were visiting the U.S. for 90 days and were also able 
to go to C.R.I. and help pick out Sunday school materials, videos/DVDs, tracts, and other items.  
During their visit, they asked about King James Bibles, but there were only four at CRI that 
were suitable for their congregation. 
 
     After your shipment came in, Diane lovingly examined every carton on every available skid 
and pulled out all the particular types of King James Bibles requested by the Faulks and Locsins, 
such as Large Print and Giant Print Bibles for the older people (who cannot afford to purchase 
glasses and therefore have poor eyesight) and Gift and Award Bibles for the younger people.  
There were also a number of "specialty Bibles" that Diane set aside for me to assess, including 
some smaller Bibles with snap closures for women's purses and some Study Bibles. 
 
     In all, there were over 250 King James Bibles, plus 75 paperback Bibles that will be used to 
gain admittance to the public schools.  Your radio station's drive made it possible for their entire 
congregation to have their own Bibles (almost all of which were brand new, many still wrapped 
in cellophane!) and for the Faulks and the Locsins to never turn away anyone who asks them for 
a Bible for the foreseeable future! 
 
     As Michele recently said, opening the boxes of Bibles was like Christmas over and over, and 
your gift of these Bibles will be treasured for a lifetime by every person who received a Bible as 
a result of your radio station. 
 
     It was a personal blessing to me to be involved in transporting the Bibles to Midland, 
Michigan, where they were shipped to the Philippines.   
 
     We all pray that you and your entire staff will be greatly blessed on earth for this effort, in 
addition to seeing the fruits of your work when we arrive in glory! 
 
     I have been telling other Christians about your wonderful appeal.  Frequently they comment 
that they wish there were a Christian radio station in Michigan (and especially in the Detroit 
area) that would undertake something like that.  Amen!
