Be sure to write your name, 

address, email address and 

phone number on the front of 

the envelope so we can keep 

you updated!  Tape that to the 

outside of the book so we 

know the book is ready to go 

and, just like that, you’re set! 

If you aren’t able to meet the 

Road Trip trailer en route, you can 

send your book, a buck, your 

contact info, and personalized note 

to our CRI warehouse to get the 

ball rolling!
